locations.

2.04 Auxiliary receivers should be connected to

the same terminals as those normally used
for receiver connections. Where more than three
spade-tipped leads would be connected to a single
screw terminal, two of the leads which would nor-
mally be connected to the terminal should be trans-
ferred to another terminal and be connected by a
strap or M1W cord, if possible.

should not be installed without a service

order or other proper authorization.
