terminal strips designated A and B.

terminals (Fig. 3) on a terminal per pin
basis.

e Front panel equipped with a retainer for
locking KTUs in place.

B are vacant and may be used for miscellaneous
connections.

o Mounts in standard equipment cabinets and
apparatus mountings.
