TABLE OF BUILDING CLEANING

PROCEDURES AND MATERIALS

1. GENERAL

1.01 This section transmits tabular information
which is intended for ready reference in

determining the appropriate cleaning materials for
various building cleaning assignments. The table
is generally revised to include the changes in
cleaning procedures and materials that are
recommended in recently issued sections.

1.02 Whenever this section is reissued, the reason
for reissue will be listed in this paragraph.

1.03 The first set of procedures and materials
columns represents the most common applied

and mildest periodic treatments. These are followed
in the next two sets of columns by less frequently
used and increasingly more effective procedures.

1.04 While the customary sweeping and dusting
operations are omitted from the table, such

operations are, of course, required preliminary to
many of the procedures included in the table.

1.05 If in doubt as to details regarding the
operations, the specific quantities of cleaners

to use, or any special conditions, reference should
be made to the various sections covering the
particular procedures, equipment, or quarters
involved.

1.06 Special care should be exercised at all times
to perform each operation in a safe manner.

All tools should be examined before using them to
assure that they are in a safe and good workable
condition. All materials and tools should be kept
thoroughly clean. Following use, they should be
restored to their proper places. All material
containers should be clearly marked as
to their contents.

1.07 Most people can use the cleaning materials
recommended in the attached table without

adverse effect on the hands, but persons whose
hands may be affected should wear suitable rubber
gloves.

1.08 It is important that special consideration be
given to all cleaning activities in terminal

and switchrooms to avoid the possibility of creating
or spreading dust or lint. (See Section 770-120-060.)

If for any reason a haze develops after use, dilute the 8olution
still further, To remove the haze, reapply the diluted solution
and wipe at once with a dry clean cloth.

The following dilutions of cleaning material am for average requirements.
Consult spacific Ball Systam Practicas for special requirements. Mixing
of materials with warm water is preferable for best results.

C.39 Hard Surface cleaner 5 tablespoonfuls to 10 qts. (2% gal) of water.
G8rage Floor Cleaner(C-19) 2 to 3 tablespoonfuls to 10 qts. (2% gat) of water.

Liquid Floor Cleaner(C..I), stripping concentration, 1 part to 16 par~ of water.
Cleaning concentmtion, 1 p8rt to 40 parts of water.

Accumte measurements of powders (with meri.wning spoon), and liquids (with
mlibmted pla8tic measuring cup) is absolutely e~ntial.

Scouring powder cm be applied directly (but sparingly) to soiled areas.
Excessive amounts of scouring powder will build up in drtin pipes causing
clogged dmim. Garage floor cleaner may also b applied diractly to heavy
grease or oil deposits, The same precautions shall be exerciwd toward
using excewive amounts.
