telephone set which is intended for use at extremelv
noisy locations.

7.Ol This telephone set is designed for use at noisy
locations where the equalized 500-type with

the shunted transmitter is not adequate. It provides a

means for amplifying the receiver signals and reduc-
ing the transmitter output, thereby improving trans-
mission at both ends of the telephone conversation.

7.O2 The external appearance of this set is the
same as that of the 532-type set except for the

handset which is equipped with a push-to-listen srvitch
(see Fig. 1.). Through use of the volume control, the
receiving level can be adjusted to overcome any back-
ground noise, while the push-to-listen switch is used
to improve the condition under which the distarrt
party rnust talk, by minimizing sidetone interference.
With the push-toJisten switch operated and receiver
volume at maximum, the 535-type telephone set offers
a performance gain of approximately 25 db over the
500-type set with a surroundinq noise level of 100 to
110 decibels. No local battery is required to operate
this set.

7.43 The on and off noise caused by the operation
of the push-to-listen switch may be disturbing

to the distant party and may require customer train-
ing to minimize this disturbance; therefore, this tele-
phone set should be used only when necessary.
