SUBSCRIBER SETS — 392, 592
INSTALLATION

1.00 INTRODUCTION

This section covers identification and installa-
tion of the 392- and 592-type subscriber sets for indoor
and outdoor locations.

2.00 GENERAL

2.01 The 392-type subscriber set is a loud ringing
bell equipped with two No. 28A 6-inch steel

galvanized gongs. The 392-type subscriber set is

superseded by the 592-type subscriber set.

2.02 ‘The 592-type subscriber set is a loud ringing
bell equipped with two 3-inch 26B brass, black
finished gongs.

3.00 [INSTALLATION

Prior to installation, consider:

AUDIBILITY

e Select a location where volume of sound will
be best distributed, and wherever practicable
place set at least 10 feet above ground.

e The sound output of the 392-type subscriber
set is regulated by gong adjustments.

e To increase the sound output of the 592-type
subscriber set, replace the standard 3-inch 26B
gongs with 4-inch 42A gongs and brackets.
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4.00 MOUNTING

Indoors: Backboards are not generally required
for mounting the 592-type subscriber set and should
not be used unless it will facilitate the installation or
where a more secure mounting is required, such as on
uneven surfaces.

e When walls are uneven, shim backboards and
use screws 1/2-inch longer than specified in
Table A.

e When required, the 171A wood backboard is
used to attach the 592-type subscriber set.

e A 9- by 12- by 3/4-inch hardwood backboard
may be used to mount the 392-type sub-
scriber set.

e Obtain customer’s permission before attach-
ing subscriber sets or backboards to finely
finished surfaces.

e When metal backboards (159A or 169A) are
used, place subscriber set with gongs down.

5.00 OUTDOOR

5.01 Locate subscriber sets where workman and
equipment will not be exposed to injury or
damage.

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5.02 Install subscriber sets in enclosed steel back-

boards when exposed to the weather.

Two P-160406 12-24 x 9/16” RH machine
screws are furnished with the 159A backboard,
to attach the 392-type subscriber set.

Two P-205609 8-32 x 5/8” RH brass machine
screws are furnished with the 169A backboard,
to attach the 592-type subscriber set.

Where practicable, use three of the same
fasteners shown in Table B to attach the 169A
backboard.

Where use of the bottom mounting hole in
the 169A backboard is not practicable, place
fastener through the small knock-out hole pro-
vided, near center of backboard.

Mounting holes for the 169A backboard are
located on and 1 inch to either side of the
vertical center line of the backboard.

Fasteners through knock-out holes C should
be brought up snug without forcing to avoid

distorting backboard and throwing tapped mounting
holes for the 392-type subscriber set out of alignment.
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
