1.00 INTRODUCTION 

COIN COLLECTORS - PREPAY - 176CL, DL, GL, HL 

LOCAL BATTERY - CONNECTIONS 

This section covers the combination of appa­
ratus, circuit diagrams, and connections for the 
176CL, DL, GL, and HL coin collectors when used 
for prepay service on a 10-cent initial charge basis 
as local battery talking-common battery signaling 
stations. 

2.00 GENERAL 

2.01 The line limits within which the coin features 
of these coin collectors will operate, when used 

as local battery talking-common battery signaling 
stations, are dependent upon the type and arrange­
ment of the central office equipment to which they 
are connected. Therefore, these coin collectors shall 
not be used as such stations without proper authori~ 
zation. 

2.02 These coin collectors may be used with either 
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AT&TCo Standard 

the 634YD subscriber set (standard connec­
tions) or the 634YE subscriber set (long loop con­
nections) when their use does not conflict with the 
requirements in 2.01.

3.00 CONNECTIONS 

3.01 The circuit diagrams in this section are shown 
on a foldout page so that they may be asso­

ciated with the circuit diagram of the appropriate 
subscriber set to provide complete information for 
the connection of station apparatus. 

3.02 The designations on the transfer contact ter­
minals in some upper housings are different 

from those shown herein. Corresponding terminals 
are as shown in Table C. 

3.03 The 176GL and HI, coin collectors are ar-
ranged for, but not equipped with, a 61R filter 

for radio-frequency suppression. When a filter is re­
quired, move the yellow dial lead from termina Y in 
the upper housing to the filter bracket terminal and 
connect the filter as shown in Fig. 5.
