. GENERAL

(a) This section is reissued to:

e Add connections for the 565LK and 565GK
telephone sets — recommended replace-
ments for the 565LLA and 565GB sets,
respectively, which are rated Manufacture
Discontinued.

e Show the 2-type telephone answering set
Manufacture Discontinued.

e Delete telephone set schematics and revise
connection information.

(b) The term “announcement set” refers to

either the 2-type telephone answering set
or KS-16765, List 1 announcement set. Since
this reissue covers a general revision, arrows
ordinarily used to indicate changes have been
omitted.

. IDENTIFICATION

(a) Purpose: The 8A Announcement System

delivers a sponsored announcement of
short duration such as theater time schedules,
prayer of the day, sales information, ete, to
up to 20 customers simultaneously.

(b) Ordering Guide: The system is comprised
of the following components:

¢ Announcements Sets
Set, Answering, Telephone, 2-type (MD)
Set, Announcement, KS-16765, List 1
e Telephone Sets
Set, Telephone, 500C
Set, Telephone, 565LA (MD)
Set, Telephone, 565GB (MD)

Identification of system components is covered
in sections pertaining to that component.

(¢) Design Features
¢ Single channel operation provides for:
(1) Announcement recording and check
(2) Automatic answering

(8) Normal line functions in case of power
failure

(4) Audible signal using telephone set
ringer during power failure or failure
of either or both announcement sets,
indicating a eall is waiting to be
answered.

e Dual channel operation provides for all
features of single channel operation plus:

(1) Dictation of announcement on one
machine while other is in service.

(2) Announcement check on either set.

(3) Either set may be transferred to the
line.

(4) Line announcement can be made dur-
ing failure of power or sets.

e Announcements may be recorded from an
external speech source, such as a fape
recorder, when KS-16765, List 1 set is used.
Such ingtallations must be engineered
locally to meet individual requirements.

(d) Application

o Used with individual central office lines.
System components are located on the
customer’s premises and coupled to a
single distribution amplifier and optional
voice alarm to indicate voice failure on
announcement bus in the central office
over a pair in the telephone plant. Refer
to sections entitled 8A or 9A Announce-
ment Systems-— Station Control Appa-
ratus.

(b) 2-Type Telephone Answering Set — Single
Channel Operation — 500C Telephone Set

e Operation of announcement dictation and
check, and automatic answer is covered
in the section entitled 2A Telephone
Answering Set — Operation

e Single channel operation is the same as
dual channel except the pickup key and
turnbutton are not required.

(¢) 2-Type Telephone Answering Set — Dual
Channel Operation — 565LAR (MD) or
565LK Telephone Set

e The telephone set may be connected to
either announcement set by operating the
pickup key associated with the answering
set, which connects the common circuits
to the announcement set. A message may
then be dictated, checked, or monitored.

The line facility can be transferred from
one announcement set to the other by
means of the turnbutton key. This per-
mits transferring machines in case of set
failure, or dictation and check of message
on spare machine without service inter-
ruption.

The announcement being transmitted by
the announcement set in service may be
monitored with the handset by operating
the associated pickup key. There is no
transmitter current under this condition
and no interference with the announce-
ment.

The telephone set ringers are connected
so that they are associated with the an-
nouncement set which has the pickup key
operated. Ringer will operate when line
is connected to that announcement set
and function switch is in the OFF position.

Line announcements can be made in the
case of power failure or failure of both
announcement sets. Operate pickup and
turnbutton keys to connect one announce-
ment set to the line. Function switech of
the set must be in the OFF position. Tele-
phone set ringer will sound on incoming
call and is answered by lifting handset
after which line announcement can be
made. Connection must be broken by re-
storing handset after each announcement.
If another call is waiting, ringer will re-
operate and call is answered in same
manner. When power is restored or an-
nouncement sets are repaired, system is
restored by turning function switch to au-
tomatic answering. First calls should be
monitored to ensure that announcement
is being transmitted.

(3) Continue to press DICTATE key and
dictate announcement in normal voice
into telephone set transmitter.

(4) Release DICTATE key immediately
after end of announcement. Station
ringer is disabled during dictate to
prevent sound of ringer being re-
corded.

To check announcement:

(1) Remove handset and operate locking
CHECK key. Announcement will be
heard in telephone receiver but is
isolated from line.

(2) After checking announcement, operate
LINE or ANNOUNCE key, depending
on condition desired.

Automatic Answer:

(1) Locking ANNOUNCE key must be
operated.

(2) Incoming ring will be tripped by an-
nouncement set and ANNOUNCE
lamp will light.

(3) Recorded announcement is trans-
mitted after which set automatically
resets itself for next call.

To use telephone set as a regular station,
operate locking LINE key.
