2.01 'Maint.eil.ance ·• performed on cust<>mer's 
premis~s .. should .. be. litnited .to. replacement 

of accessible parts which are available through 
supply channels .. 

2.02 Ringers,. Jia'.hdsets,<· dials,. etc .•. used in. thi~ 
type set should be rifairrtained· in accordance 

with sections covering the particular item. - . . . . . . . : . . 

Note: When ringer volume confroLis set in 
LOW position, only ringer motor noise may 
be heard because clapper might not strike 
gong. If bell sound is desired, move control 
to slightly higher volume position. 

2.03 The vinyl-faced mat may be cleaned with a 
water-dampened KS-2423 or equivalent cloth. 

Replace defective mat as follows. 

(1) Grc1,sp matTet;:tif!er frame attop, Ifft upward 
and. out to release frame from panel. of set. 

(2) Remove handset from hook of set. 

(3) Pull out handset cord to allow working slack. 

( 4) Remove mat from face of panel. 

(5) Rotate handset cord grommet 1/ 4 turn

i>riorfo 1969>use a two piece grommet, 814455010 
(P-44;E~0l)upper half and 8144;55028 (f-44E502) 
lower haif, while sets manufactured after 1969 
use a single piece gromniet which is a part of 
the.

(7) Position mat on panel and secure using the 
mat retainer frame. '

out to its ma:idmumJerrgth. With. the cord 

maintai:iwd pei:pendicQia:r to )he panei, '.the cord. 
should retract fully. Any twist in the cord should 
be removed before making test. 

2.0.5 Repla'.cethe cord ree.f if the cord will not 
retract or if· the.• cord is. frayed, kinked, or 

noisy. . Field mainte~ance of the cord reel, or 
replacement of the cord, is·. not recommended.

2.07 The current production 635-type keys have 
been modified for easy lamp replacement 

by merely removing the lamp cap and inserting a

553-type tool through the hole in the top of tlie 
button. In early production keys it was necessaty 
to rehlove faceplate, key collar, and button for. 
lamp replacement. 

3. CONNECTIONS 

3.01 When a 2752-type telephone set is multipled 
with sets furnishing speakerphone features, 

certain leads must be disconnected, insulated and 
stored to avoid interference with working .circuits. 

Tl:ie lead designations of leads to be removed are 
as follows; Tl, Rl, AG, SPl, S, Fl, Pl, M2, Ml, 
and SP2,
