1.04 Connections for sidetone equipment are
shown primarily for maintenance use, since

• 4-party semiselective (manual and dial)

• 4-party selective (manual and dial)

• Divided code ringing (manual and dial)

• 8-party semiselective (manual and dial)

• Nonselective party lines (manual only)

• Regular PBX stations (manual and dial)

Note: If filter is not provided, connect yellow lead
from terminal 4 of key to Y of dial instead of to filter
bracket terminal.

* For sidetone reduction at stations having bridged
ringing capacitor, reverse yellow and red conduc­
tors at Rand L.Y terminals and connect black
ringer lead to GND terminal. Remove capacitor
lead from L.Y terminal and connect to GND
terminal.
