However, since the ringer is always
external with a 700-type telephone set, there is no
ringing capacitor in the network.

3.03 The 8-type dial used in the 700-type set has

a translucent number plate which is indi-
rectly lighted by the dial lamp (see Fig. 4 and 7).
This lamp operates when the handset is removed
or the night-light switch is operated. Current for
the dial lamp is furnished by a 2012A or KS-16184
transformer.

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3.04 The fingerwheel of the 8A dial requires

the use of the modified station number card
as covered in the C Section entitled Station Num-
ber Cards and Holders.

3.05 A slide switch located in the base of the set,

at the rear, controls the night-light circuit
(see Fig. 8 and 9). This circuit provides a steady,
reduced illumination of the dial.
