Directory Shelves: Use 1-3/4 inch No. 10 F.H. Bright

Wood Screws with the Nos. 11 or 17 shelves on booths.
For wall mounting attach shelves to wall surfaces with fasten-
ers shown in the following table. Upper edge of shelf should
be 43-1/2 inches from floor.

1.02 Directory Tables: When necessary to fasten directory
tables to floors suitable iron corner braces should be

used. These are attached to tables with 3/4 inch No. 8 R.H.
Galvanized Wood Screws and secured to wood floors with
1-1/2 in. No. 8 R.H. Galvanized Wood Screws or to masonry
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floors with 1-1/2 in. No. 8 RH. Galvanized Wood Screws in
1-1/2 in. Nn. 6-8 Screw Anchors or approved equivaient

1.04 Directory Hangers: Fig. 3 illustrates installation of
hangers on booths. The same dimensions apply for
wall installations. Directory hangers should not be installed
inside booths and when installed on walls should be as near
the booths as practicable. Where wall surface is other than
wood install a 157A backboard with fastening devices for batten
listed in 1.01, Attach hangers to backboard or wood witk
1 inch No. 8 R.H. Blued Wood Screws.
