MULTI.SLOT TYPES

CONVERSIONS

I. GENERAL

1.01 This sect ion covers the work i tems required to change
the operation of rnulti-slot type coin collectors from a

manual to a c l ia l  basis or f rom a postpaymeut to a prepal ' rnent
basis.  I t  replaces Sect ion C52.103.

1.02 Reference shal l  be nracie to the ot i rer  sect ions for  in-
forrnat ion cover ing descr ipt ion and operat ion,  instal la-

t ion,  connect ions,  and test  and adjustrnents of  coin col lectors
as required to supplenrent the instruct ions given in th is sect ion.

1.03 The instructions regarding prepayment coin collectors
given in th is sect ion are based on the assumption that

l l0 vol ts posi t ive battery n ' i l l  be used to col lect  coins and that
110 vol ts negat ive battcry rv i l l  be used to refurrd coins.  This is
general ly the case but in sonle central  of f ic 'e c l is t r ic ts the re-
verse of  th is arrangenrent is ernplo_r 'ed.  In these cases i t  u- i l l
be necessary to reverse the coin rela. i '  by conrrect ing the yel-
lorv u ' i re to the r ight-hand relay coi l  and the black u ' i re to the
lef t -hand relay coi l  in or<ler to obtain proper operat ior l .

2.  PREPAYMENT MANUAL TO PREPAYMENT DTAL
coNvERstoNs

2.01 When converting 50A or 50F coin coltectors to 50G or
50H coin collectors for dial operation, proceed as

fol lows:
(1) Remove the upper housing.
(2) Disconnect the white wire at the inner switchhook ter-

minal and at the lower "REC" ternrinal on the con-
nect ing block.
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(3) Disconnect the yellow wire at the ourer srvitchhook
terminal.

Disconnect the c l ip of  the yel low u' i re at  the " \" '  ter-
nrinal on the connecting block.

Unlace the cable form, take out the rr, 'hite rvire and
remove the spr i r rg assembly that  makes contact  u ' i th
upper housing contact springs.
Install a new contact spring assenrbly D-22990 rvhiclr
is  furnished with the wires at tached.

Solder the wires f rom the spr ing assenrbl l '  to terrninals
as follou's :

Black wire to outer terminal  of  the su' i tchhook.
Blue wire to inner terminal  of  the srv i tchhook.
\Vhi te wire to the lou'er "REC" terminal  on the con-

nect ing block.
(8) Connect 1 'e l lorv wire c l ip to "Y" terminal  on the con-

nect ing block.

Place rv i res in the cable form and lace up the form.

Place an upper housing equipped u' i th a dial  arrd a
No. 1B card holder on the coin collector. Refer to

Mount instruct ion card in the No. I  I l  card holder.
Make tests for operation in accordance with sections
in Division C60.

2.02 When changing 50G or 50H coin collectors fronr nran-
ual  to dial  operat ion proceed as fo l lows:

( l )  Renrove the upper housing.
(2) Renrove coin chute and apparatus blank from upper

housing.
(3) Remove * ' i re connect ing terminals "W" and "BB" in

the upper housing and change the transnritter cord
from ternrinal "Y" to the terminal designated "BK-YY."
See Fig. I and associated note.
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Note: The terminals designated W, Y, YY, BB and
BK-YY in the above figure are designated W, Y, BK-
YY, BB-YY and 5, respectively, in ihe upper housing
for later type coin collectors. If the upper housing for
a later type coin collector is used on a 50G or 50H coin
collector wire to the terminals that correspoud to those
shown in Fig. l.

(4) Install a No. lB card holder on the upper housing in
accordance with the instructions given in the section

in Division C42 covering the installation of multi-slot type
coin collectors and place the proper instruction card in the
card holder.  Do not use 1B card holder on hand set type
coin collectors.
(5) Instal l  d ia l  and dial  cord.  ( I f  a 147 type number plate

is to be used a No. 56A dial adapter is also required.)
(6) Reinstall the coin chute.
(7) Place the upper housing on the coin collector and

nrake tests for operation in accordance with sections
in f)ivision C60.

3.01 \Vhen convert ing postpal 'nrent coin col lectors for  pre-
pa) 'n lent  service i t  is  r recessary to have access to the

coin conrpartnrent and arrangemcnts for  obtainirrg access
should be made in accordance with local  i rstruct ions before
trn<lcr ta l i i r rg t l rc u 'ork.  l laving acccss to t l re cc-r i r r  contplrr t lncnt
procce t l  as f r - t l lou's:

( I )  I teruove the uppcr housing.
(2) Renrove the coin hopper shorrn in Fig.  2.

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(3) Install a prepayment coin hopper assembil ' and a coin

relay.
(4) Connect the coin relay leads as follows :

Blue rv i re f rom "GND" terminal  on the connect ing
block to the outer ground contact  spr ing on the
rela_y.

Yellorv v' ' ire from "y" terminal on the connecting
block to the terminal  on the lef t -hand coi l  of  the
relay.

Black wire f  rom inner ground contact  spr ing on
relay to right-hand coil of relay.

(5) Change instruction card, and circuit label.
(6) Place the upper housing on the coin collector and

make operation tests in accordance rvith sections in
Division C60.

3.02 When prepayment coin collectors are used tenrporaril l '
for  postpayment service the coin relay is in place but

not connected for service and the coin vane is set  in the col lect
posi t ion.  To arrange these coin col lectors for  prepayment opera-
t ion i t  is  necessary to remove the relay and then reinstal l  i t
rv i th the vane pin engaging the fork in the operat ing arnr oi
the relal ' and to make the connections of the relal ' confornr
n' i th the informat ion given in the sect ions cover ing coin col-
lector connect ions.  See t l - rat  the coin col lector meets al l  re-
quirenrents for  prepal 'ment coin col lectors given in Div is iorrs
C10 and C60.
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
