2. IDENT!FICAIION

2.01 The 11A extender is a solid-state, polarity
sensitive, voltage controlled electronic switch

which connects the ringer(s) in the subscriber's
stat ion set(s)  into the c i rcui t  when the proper
polarity and level of ringing voltage is applied.
Approximately 100 volts peak is required between
tip and ring to trigger the 11A extender.

2.02 The 11'\ extender consists of a printed circuit
board incased in a weatherproof housing.

The unit is normally mounted next to the protector
block as shown in Fig. 1. A six screw terminal
strip is provided on the back of the unit (Fig. 2)
to make connections. Station wire can be used to
connect the 11A extender to the nrotector.

3. OESIGN FEATURE AND RINGING RANGE

3.0t The 11A extender and ringing range provide
isolation for all grounded ringers. It can

be used effectively on lines having inductive noise.

3.0: l  The 11A extender may be used on al l
grounded ringers including those used in

4-party full selective and 8-party semiselective
ringing service.

3.03 Ringing range is increased on 4-party full
selective and S-party semiselective service

by eliminating the large voltage drop across the
gas tube which is normally used for this type of
ringing. With the isolation provided by the 11A
extender, the weak bias spring notch setting on
the ringer can be used.

3.0t1 Only one 11A Extender is used per party
instead of  one per phone as wi th other

ringing devices.

The maximum number of ringerc that
can be connected to one llA extender
is five (one main station plus four
externions) nnge pmi tting.
