2.03 The R1C3, R2C3, R6C3, and R8C3 handsets are
equipped with an EL3 electret microphone

and an MR3 receiver unit. The MR3 receiver unit is
compatible for use with magnetic pickup hearing

aids. See Fig. 4.

2.04 The R2C3 (Fig. 4) handset is the same as the
R1C3 handset except that the transmitter is

connected to an expander circuit. The expander cir-
cuit is used to reduce the ambient noise picked up by
the transmitter.

2.07 .411 of the R-type handsets have a weight in-

cluded as part of the chassis in the receiver
end of the handset.

2.08 I!’he 349A adapter (acoustic coupler) is an in-

terface device designed to couple R-type
handsets to G-type handsets. It is available in black

(-003) color only. The side of the adapter shaped like
a G-type handset is placed on the terminal coupler.
See Fig. 7 and 8.

3. CONNECTIONS

3.o1 Connect the R-type handset by plugging the
H4DU handset cord (ordered separately) into

the jack located beneath the transmitter and plug the
other cord end into the handset cord jack mounted in
the telephone set base. Be sure the handset cord re-
taining clip locks into place.

3.02 To replace the R-type handset, depress cord
retaining clip and remove the handset cord.
