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1. INTRODUCTION TO THIS DOCUMENT

1.1 Purpose of This Document

This document provides information pertaining to the maintenance of the Bellcore Rating
Administrative Data System (BRADS). BRADS products support public switched network (PSN).
rating procedures used by the Bellcore Client Companies (BCCS) and Independent exchange
companies. They are essential to maintaining the integrity of customer billing and preventing
fraudulent use of the PSN.

Rating products output by BRADS include:

● Terminating Point Master (TPM)

. Operating Telephone Company Number Plan Guide (OTCNPG)

● Telephone Area Code Directory (TACD)

Details on system outputs may be found in Sections 6 and 7 of this document.

1.2 Background

On January 1, 1984, the responsibility for providing rating data to the telecommunications
industry was transferred to Bellcore.

1.3 How This Document Is Organized

The remaining sections of this document provide instructions for preparation of system input
forms. Considerations are included for product ordering and database closing schedules.
Updates to each section will be issued when appropriate. Revisions to the record descriptions
will be issued as necessaty.

Number Plan Guide (OTCNPG) which has nine files, and the Telephone Area Code Directory
(TACD) which has three files.

2.2 System input Guidelines

2.2.1 Recommended Responsibility for Input

Since mechanized message rating and message processing are dependent on data from BRADS
products, it is necessa~ that the input be accurate, timely, and complete. Therefore, it is
recommended that the personnel responsible for message rating and message processing
assume responsibility for BRADS reporting. Local procedures govern whether input be
submitted directly to TRA or through another work entity.

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2.2.2 General Information to Repoti

Information falling into one or more of the following categories is generally necessary to ensure
the accuracy of BRADS products:

2.2.3 Reporting Intervals

Since BRADS NPA/NXX information is used by the indust~ in the message-rating process,
timely reporting of accurate information is critical. Guidelines for lead times for input submission
have been established to ensure the publication of new or changed information prior to its
effective date.

2.2.4 TPM - OTCNPG Database Schedules

BRADS products have an Issue Date (Effective Date) of the 15th calendar day monthly. For
consistency in planning work schedules, intervals for all input due dates, distribution dates, and
Product Issue dates remain constant from month to month. If any deviations in these standard
dates are required, notification will be provided to the industty.

NOTE: The database closing schedule for the Telephone Area Code Directory (TACD) is the
Second Thursday of each month for publication in the following month’s directo~.

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2.2.5 input Submission lntemaIs

The following intervals have been established for publishing information in BRADS products.
These intervals allow the industry to update its tables and procedures in a timely manner.

New NXXS One issue prior to effective date

All others Issue containing effective date.

2.2.6 Missed Interval Repoti

The purpose for lead times is to allow updates to the BRADS products to be published prior to
their effective dates. When it is determined that the reporting intetval has been missed, the
activity will be included on the Late Code Report published by the Traffic Routing Administration.
This report is published monthly by company and lists all activity which did not meet publication
intetvals.

2.2.7 Late Submissions

When it is determined that the repotl interval has been missed, proper forms should be prepared
and sent to TRA using FAX.

3. SPECIAL CALLING CARD CODES (0/lXX)

3.1 Overview

A Special Calling Card enables a customer to make calls on a credit basis and have the charges
billed to the special (pseudo NX)Q calling card with or without having a work or residence
telephone number or credit card to bill the charges. Special Calling Cards are issued by RAO
Code. The exchange company (local operating company) to which the RAO is assigned is
responsible for assignment and maintenance of the Special Calling Card numbers (pseudo NXX
codes and line numbers). Information regarding the assignment and use of RAO Codes is found
in Section 4 of this document.

3.2 Publishing Locally Assigned Code

Even though each carrier may have special calling cards, it is necessary that the assignments
with their associated RAO code be shared so that messages may be fotwarded to the correct
offhx for customer billing.

3.3 Reporting The Code

Input for newly assigned Special Calling Cards should reach Bellcore in time to allow publication
prior to the effective date of the activity. This intetval is the same as any new NXX code. (One
issue prior to effective date), For further information on scheduled “Closing” and publication
dates, refer to Section 2.

3.4 Input

The special calling cards carry the format of RAO-O/lXX-XXXX-NYYY. When the billing RAO
begins with a value of zero (0) or a one (1), add 600 to the actual RAO number before printing it
on the customer’s card. For example, RAO 094 in print becomes 694 and RAO 189 converts to
789. The fictitious RAO code is not reported on the TF065 form, but rather the actual billing
RAo.

3.5 output

The TPM data set, BCR.TPM.Master, and OTCNPG Microfiche carry the billing RAO and the
O/lXX special calling card (NXX) number. The Special Calling Card NXXS listed on the TPM
have a type of NXX of “14.” The fourth data set on the TPM and the NPA/NXX V&H Coordinates
Data Tapes contain Special Calling Card Codes. (See Section 7 for Record Descriptions of
these data tapes).

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5. LATA CODE ADMINISTRATION

5.1 Overview

At divestiture, the Bell Operating Companies were divided into Local Access and Transport
Areas (LATAs), each with a number and a name.

The timely availability of accurate lATA-code information by NPA/NXX is very important to the
telecommunications industry. This information is used by the Local Exchange Carniers and the
Interexchange Carriers to support routing and rating functions and is the basis for the application
of access charges and the assignment of revenues.

5.1.1 Availability of information

Bellcore provides LATA-code information to the telecommunications industry via the RDBS,
LERG, TPM and the NPA/NXX V&H Coordinates Tape. All of these products are a compilation
of information for all points in the North American Numbering Plan.

5.1.2 Source and Accuracy of Information

The timeliness and accuracy of these products are controlled by the Local Exchange Carriers
who report changes to the TRA via the updating of the Routing Data Base and via the BRADS
Change Notification for Billing and Operator Information (TF-061).

5.1.3 New Form

The following IATA Code Administration procedures are an additional step in the procedures
already in effect for reporting updates to the RDBS using the BRADS Change Notification form.
The information on the IATA Code Administration form will be used to edit the NPA/NXX
updates reported to RDBS and BRADS to ensure that they are accurate and complete.
Examples of such edits follow.

A. Example 1

If a LATA code is discontinued and the points within that LATA reassigned to
another LATA or LATAs, the information on the lATA Code Administration form
will be used to validate that all of the necessafy NPA/NXX updates were
received and that no NPA/NXX with the deleted LATA is left in either RDBS or
BRADS. Likewise, the discontinued IATA will be deleted from the Master Table
so that no points can be added or changed to reflect the discontinued LATA.

B. Example 2

If a L4TA is being split into subzones, the information on this form will be used
to validate that all of the points in the UTA being split are assigned to a valid
subzone and that no point within the LATA can be added or changed without a
valid subzone.
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5.2 Subzone Guidelines

5.2.1 Background

A state regulator agency has approved the splitting of the lATAs within its state into subzones
-—..

and is allowing Interexchange Carriers to provide service between the subzones within the LATA.

5.2.2 Purpose

Recognizing that the views of the various regulatoy groups could be different on how a lATA
should be split, the guidelines that follow in no way attempt to provide any recommendation on
how to physically split a LATA. Instead, these are administrative guidelines for reporting a IJ4TA
subzone split, so that such a split can be reflected in the RDBS, the TPM, etc. —

5.2.3 Reporting Responsibility

A LATA split is the responsibility of all the operating telephone companies within the LATA based
upon the regulatory and/or court order granting the split.

5.2.4 Industry Coordination

It is recommended that the BCC operating within the state in which the LATA split is occurring,
be responsible for coordinating with the Independent Exchange Companies involved in the
numbering, naming, and reporling of the LATA Subzones. Generally, the BCC will submit
BRADS update information for all companies in the affected area.

-d
5.2.5 Subzone Identification

When a lATA is split into subzones, each subzone should be designated by a number (01-98)
and given a name. The “00” value is reserved to indicate that no subzone split for the IATA
exists.

The numbering and naming of the subzones will be the responsibility of the Local Exchange
Companies in the LATA. The subzone name assigned should reflect, when possible, any
designation or reference that might be contained in a regulatory or court order.

5.2.6 Initial NP4VNXX Assignment

When a LATA is split into subzones each NPA/NXX within the I.ATA being split must be
assigned to a subzone or reassigned to a new or existing LATA.

--

5.2.7 NPA/NXX Reassignment

Once a LATA is split into subzones, points within the LATA may be moved from one subzone to
another or reassigned to a new or existing IJ4TA.
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5.2.8 Deleting ASubzone

Once a IATA is split, a subzone may be deleted as long as the points in that subzone are
reassigned to a new or existing subzone, or reassigned to a new or existing IATA.

5.2.9 Subzone Name Change

The name on a IATA subzone once established my be changed.

5.2.10 Discontinuing a Subzone
-

Once a LATA is split into subzones, the subzone split may be discontinued if all of the points in
the LATA are changed to a subzone of “00” or reassigned to a new or existing LATA.
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5.3 Preparing the lATA Code Administration Form

5.3.1 Introduction

All changes involving LATAs should be reported via the IATA Code Administration form.
Updates are made to the IATA Code master table which is used to edit the accuracy of the RDBS
and BRADS and updates made to both systems. (See Section 10 for the complete form).

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5.3.2 When to Use the Form

This form was designed to report to the TM the following types of LATA Code changes:

Discontinue LATA - a IATA is discontinued and all of the points in the LATA are
reassigned to another UTA(S).

Discontinue LATA with Subzones - a LATA with subzones is discontinued and all
of the points within the LATA are reassigned to another IJ4TA(s).

Discontinue Subzone Split for Existing IATA - a IJ4TA split into subzones is
returning to an unsplit LATA with no subzones existing within the LATA.

ABEC Indicator

A one-character numeric code that indicates that an Alternate Billing Code (ABEC) is
used in place of a Carrier Identification Code.

Access Customer Name Abbreviation (ACNA)

A three-character numeric code that identifies the access customer.

Accounting Toll information

The telephone number to call when information from the original message record is
needed.

Actual NPA for 88X

The three-character numeric numbering plan area code used for rating the messages
when the place called is not customer dialable. The NPA in which the “Fictitious 88X” is
located.

Actual NPA for Non-Mexico Other Place

A three-character numeric code that identifies the actual NPA where the pseudo
physically resides.

Additional RAO

A supplemental RAO code assigned to an exchange carrier for local use in assisting
them in billing procedures. Generally this code is not assigned to a separate physical
RAO location.

Area Code

See Nofih American Numbering Plan Area.

Bellcore Rating Administrative Data System (BRADS)

A collection of computer programs operated and maintained by DataSew Inc. and used
to generate products used by companies to suppori day-to-day operations.

Billing Agent/Host Name

A 25-character alphanumeric code that identifies the CMDS Host Company Name or
Billing Agents.
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Billing Agent/Host RAO Code

A three-character numeric code that identifies the CIID CMDS Host. If this field contains
zeros, there is not CMDS Host.

Bill to RAO

A three-character numeric code that identifies the Revenue Accounting Office to which
the billing Change Message is to be sent.

Beginning CIID Assigned

A six-character numeric code that identifies the first number for a range of CIIDS
assigned to a company.

Broadband Service

Any service that is offered at transmission speeds at or above DS3 (44.736 Mbps). A
Broadband service may also be offered at speeds below DS3.

Business Office Code

A two-digit code assigned by your company to reference the business office that handles
customer accounts. It is assigned with the NXX line number ranges.

Card Issuer Identifier

The identity of a business which issues Non-Exchange, Non-Revenue Accounting Office
based calling cards. The first six digits of the number (of the card) identify the issuer of
the card. The identities of these companies are found on the BCR. NUMBER.CIID data
set found on various BRADS output products. Card Issuer Identifiers are administered
by Bellcore under Adminkfrafive Guidelines for Card kssuer /denfifiers, SR-BDS-001 511.

Card Issuer’s Name

The name of the company that assigned a range of CIID numbers.

Card Issuer’s Address

The street or PO box address of the company that assigned a range of CIID numbers.

Card Issuer’s Billing Code

A five-character numeric code that identifies the Billing Entity Code (CIC) or Alternate
Billing Entity Code (ABEC) for that set of CIID numbers.

Card Issuer’s State

The state of the company that assigned a range of CIID numbers.

Card Issuer’s Zip Code

Carrier (Type of)

A one-character code showing the type of carrier to which the NXX has been assigned

Change Code

CNA Information

Customer name and address.

Collect Ticket

The telephone number to call for information about collect, third number or calling card
messages. The message details have been operator marked either by optical character
recognition (OCR) or operator mark sensed (OMS) for processing.
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Company Code/Company Number

The two-digit code identifying the BCC responsible for the NPA.

Company (Type of)

See Carrier (Type of).

Company Type

A one-character numeric code that identifies the company to which the NPA/NXX
belongs:

2 = Interexchange Carrier
3 = Radio Common Carrier

Daylight Savings Observed Indicator

A one-character numeric code that identifies if the NXX observes daylight savings time.
A zero (0) means the NXX does not obsewe; one (1) means the NXX does obsewe. On
other than tape or diskette products, O is viewed as N, and 1 is viewed as Y.

Dialable

See Non-Dialable.

A one-character numeric code. A zero (0) indicates that the NXX is not dialable by the
customer, and one (1) indicates the N)(X is dialable by the customer.

Identifies the last date a change was made to information pertaining to the NPA/NXX.

. Ending CIID Assigned

A six-character numeric code that identifies the last number for a range of CIIDS
assigned to a company.

Equal Access

A numeric code indicating if the end user has the ability to use the interexchange/
international carrier of their choice. Zero (0) means the N)(X is not equipped for equal
access; one (1) means the NXX is equipped.

Horizontal Coordinate (Major)

A five-character alphanumeric code assigned to the fictional latitude of the rate center.

IDDD Capability Indicator

A one-character numeric code which indicates if the NPA/NXX is IDDD dialable. Zero
(0) means no (not capable), and one (1) means yes (dialable by customer). On other
than tape or diskette products, O is viewed as N, and 1 is viewed as Y.

Independent Company

A local exchange carrier that is not a BCC or Cincinnati Bell/Southern New England
Telephone.

International Code

A five-character alphanumeric code that identifies the country called (country code).

International Direct Distance Dialing (IDDD)

A zero (0) indicates that the NXX cannot dial calls to international points, i.e., those
outside of the North American Numbering Plan. A one (1) indicates that the NXX can
make international calls without interexchange operator assistance.
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LATA Code

A three-character numeric element containing the standard LATA codes as listed
in the Be//cofe Loca/ Exchange Roufing Guide (LERG), TR-EOP-OOO085 through
TR-EOP-OOO092.

lATA Subzone

A two-character numeric code to further define territories within the Standard
Metropolitan Statistical Area (SMSA).

Library Code

A two-character identifier where OMS/OCR source information that is recorded by
operator services at an AMA facility is available.

Local Access Transport Area (LATA and LATA-like Code)

A three-character numeric code identifying a Standard Metropolitan Statistical Area
(SMSA).

IATA Subzone

A two-digit code to further define territories within the Standard Metropolitan Statistical
Area.

Locality

The common name of the area served by the NXX. It can be up to fifty alpha characters
in length.

Mark Sense Code

A six-character code (XXX-XXX) used to rate a message to a non-customer dialable
point, (usually consisting of a real or fictitious NPA/NXX).

Major Coordinate

The five-character field used to rate interstate messages when the distance between the
calling and called point is greater than forty air miles. (See Horizontal Coordinate and
Vertical Coordinate.)

Maximum Billing Range Number

A one-character numeric code identifying the maximum number of digits needed to
complete an international call.
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Message Investigation Center (MIC)

A specialized group of investigators in a centralized environment who handle untillable
messages.

MIC Bureau Telephone Number

Message Investigation Center telephone number.

MIC Fraud Telephone Number

The number designated by the Message Investigation Center to be called in cases of
fraud.

Minimum Billing Range Number

A one-character numeric code identifying the minimum number of digits needed to
complete an international call.

Minor Coordinate

The five-character field used to rate interstate messages when the airline distance
between the calling and called point is less than forty miles. (See Horizontal Coordinate
and Vertical Coordinate.)

Minor Horizontal Coordinate

A five-character numeric code used to rate interstate messages when the airline distance
between the calling and called point is less than forty miles. (See Vertical and Horizontal
Coordinate.)

Minor VeItical Coordinate

A five-character numeric code used to rate interstate messages when the airline distance
between the calling and called point is less than forty miles. (See Vertical and Horizontal
Coordinate.)

Non-Dialable

A one-character code. A zero (0) translates to customer dialable; a one (1) means that
the NXX is not dialable.

North American Numbering Plan Area

One of a number of geographic divisions in North America within which no two
telephones can have the same seven-digit telephone number. Each NPA is assigned a
distinctive three-digit code.
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NPA

A three-character numeric code that identifies the valid NPA.

NXX

A three-character numeric code that identifies the valid NXX for an NPA.

NXX Type

A ten-character alphabetical location where the message terminates. It may be the rate
center or locality name; directory assistance; Marine, or name of ship, if available; Dial-it
services; Group Access Bridging; high-speed train; aircraft; mobile usage charge, etc.
Company and/or regional policy should be consulted for appropriate policies regarding
place name since it will appear on customer bill.

Point Identification

RAo

A one-character alphanumeric code that identifies where the NPA resides or the service
it provides.

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11. THE BRIDS INPUT MODULE

This section introduces the Belicore Rating Input Database System (BRIDS) and provides
ordering information for the BRIDS User Manual.

11.1 Ovemiew of the BRIDS Module

BRIDS is a component of a more extensive Bellcore database environment called the Bellcore
Interactive Rating and Routing Database System (BIRRDS). In addition to BRIDS, BIRRDS
includes, 1) the Routing DataBase System (RDBS), which is used to provide the
telecommunications industry with a centralized, consistent, and common source for local network
call routing information, and 2) the LIDB (Line Information DataBase) Access Support System
(LASS), which provides routing information for the verification of both calling card calls and bill
number screening parameters. RDBS is the database from which the Local Exchange Routing
Guide (LERG) and several other Bellcore Traffic Routing Administration (TRA) products are
generated. The LASS system is the source database for the LIDB Access Routing Guide
(lARG).

Similar to RDBS and IASS, BRIDS sewes as a source database for call rating information.
BRIDS is the source for such Bellcore products as the V&H Coordinates Data, Terminating Point
Master (TPM), and the Operating Telephone Company Numbering Plan Guide (OTCNPG). It
replaces the Bellcore Rating Administrative Database System (BRADS) that has been used by
Bellmre since 1984. The transition from BRADS to BRIDS does not have any impact on the
format and basic content of the various products. A few field values (e.g., spelling of a
company’s name) have initially changed as a result of the transition. These changes stem from,
1) a general clean-up effort of the data, 2) clarification of field purpose and values as a result of
the development effort, and 3) consistency with related data appearing in RDBS and/or LASS.

BRIDS also provides users (data providers) with on-line, real-time access to the data-an option
not available with BRADS. By having direct user input to the system, BRIDS reduces the
potential of data errors generated by the extended paper flow and human involvement that
occurred in the BRADS environment.

BRIDS is viewed as a dynamic database. Changes to data elements and values will occur in
response to the indust~. Continued overview of the database components of BIRRDS (BRIDS,
RDBS, and LASS) will lead to fuflher consolidation of data cross-database checks, data
retrievals, etc.

11.2 How to Get the BRIDS User Manual

The BRIDS user manual has been prepared as a reference for on-line access to, and updating
of, the BRIDS database. This document is not intended as a programmer manual or operations
manual. References, procedures, and definitions of data elements are intended to provide a
basis of understanding; however, they should not be considered complete, accepted as industw
standard, or used to define or propose a particular company’s process or interpretation. This
manual will be modified and reissued as needed.
