The 1600-W Telephone. the Petite phone. is a compact. exten­
sion type instrument, with the same high efficiency transmission

and reception qualities as found in the 1500-W Series Telephone.
The Petite phone can be used as an extension or as a main sta­
tion instrument when a wall mounted ringer is added. These
telephones are available in five decorator colors with matching
"soft-pull" retractile cords and line cords_

The Petite phone contains a built-in dial light that glows softly
when the handset is on the cradle. The light shines brightly
when the handset is removed for ease in dialing. A selector
switch, located at the rear of the phone. may be used to turn off
the glow light. However. even when the switch is in the off posi­
tion, the light still will shine brilliantly when the handset is lifted.

Features

HOUSING-The housing is molded of tough thermoplastic mate­
rial and is only slightly larger than the handset. Convenient
finger grips are molded into the housing. front and rear. The

available colors are: white. beige. blue. pink and turquoise.
Two captive screws hold the housing to the base.

HOOKSWITCH-The hookswitch used in the 1600-W Telephones
requires no adjustment. The contact springs are so arranged and
wired that clicks are eliminated in the receiver whenever the
transmitter cuts in. The clear. thermoplastic button-type plungers
are held in the housing by plunger stops.

HANDSET-The handset is identical with the high efficiency hand­
sets used in the 1500 Series Telephones. It incorporates the same
transmitter and receiver capsules. The handset employs a three
conductor, "soft-pull," small diameter retractile cord.

As in previous models, the transmitter is non-positional. Once
dropped into place, the transmitter capsule is held there by the
mouthpiece cap.

The receiver capsule is attached to the handset cord via screw
terminals on the capsule. Once placed in the receiver cavity, it is
held by the receiver cap.

DIAL-The dial face is clear plastic over a translucent lens.
Light from a bulb mounted in the base will shine through the

dial face. This makes the phone easily visible at night or when
the phone is in a darkened room. When the handset is lifted,

the intensity of the light increases to full brilliancy.
The clear plastic finger wheel has tapered holes which add

comfort to dialing. The clear plastic also adds to the luminosity
of the dial when the lamp is on.

The dial mechanism is the same as that used in the 1500 Series
Telephones.

LAMP-Both the lamp and lamp socket are mounted on the base
of the telephone. They can be removed through the underside of
the base without detaching the housing. The lamp is a standard

flashlight type that operates on 6 to 8 volts AC.

A selector switch. at the rear of the telephone, controls the on·
off (dim only) operation of the lamp when handset is on the

cradle. When the phone is in the "Off-Hook" condition, the lamp
will always be bright.

TRANSFORMER-A plug-in type transformer (12%2" high x IJ</'
wide x I ~/B" deep) must be employed to operate the lamp. This

transformer is designed to fit standard house receptacles, and is
Underwriters' Laboratory approved.

BASE-All of the componentry is mounted on the aluminum base
plate. The network and dial are screw mounted, all other parts
are riveted. This permits replacement of the network and easy
adjustments or repair on the dial when needed.

RINGERS-A 1660 Series of ringers have been designed for use
with the 1600-W Telephones. The ringer is mounted in a sepa­
rate. molded, ringer box which measures 5%" long x 3'/," wide
and I 'Va" deep.

A toggle protrudes from the side of the box that controls the
volume (low or high) of the ringer sound.

Ringers are available for all types of signaling: straight line.
harmonic. synchromonic. decimonic. and superimposed. When
the Petite phone is ordered without ringer (for use as an exten·
sion phone) a 17-A Terminal Block must be used. When ordered
with a ringer, terminations are completed in the ringer box,
eliminating the need of a separate terminal block.

THE DIAL-The dial with the clear plastic fingerwheel and ex­

tended number plate adds beauty and practicality to the 1500
Series Telephones. On the extended number plate, the letters
and digits are located outside the periphery of the fingerwheel.
This provides greater visibility and. at the same time, keeps the
letters and digits from being scratched or marred during dialing.

THE RINGER-The 1543-W Telephones use single coil, high imped­
ance ringers which are advantageous on heavily loaded lines.
The ringing capacitor is mounted on the ringer base, thus mak­
ing it an integral part of the ringer assembly. Perfectly mated
ringers and capacitors can be replaced as a unit.

Ringers are available in four groups-Straight Line, Harmonic,
Synchromonic, and Decimonic. Provision is made for including
standard ringing tubes. employed in superimposed ringing
systems.

THE HOOKSWITCH-The hookswitch in the 1500 Series Tele­
phones operates without any complicated linkages and is com­
pletely independent of the housing. The precious metal twin
contacts are protected by a transparent dust cover. A separate

coil spring restores the hookswitch.
The 1543-W Telephones are the standard models in the 1500 Se­
ries. They are available for either manual or dial operation.
Dial blanks and adapters are furnished as standard equipment
unless the instruments are ordered equipped with dials. The
1543-W Telephones may be equipped with tuned frequency or
straight line ringers. When desired. the 1543-W Telephone will
be furnished with a two-step hookswitch. Provision can be made
to include ringing tubes.

THE HOUSING-The housing for the 1500 Series Telephones is
made from a tough thermoplastic. This material has been chosen
because of its light weight. its great strength, and its ability to
retain its lustre. All operating components of the telephone are
conveniently mounted on the base, thereby allowing the housing
to serve its proper function-that of a cover only.

THE HANDSET-The handset accentuates the flowing lines of the
housing to achieve the perfect combination in modern design.
Transmission is improved by the simple expedient of bringing

the mouthpiece closer to the subscriber's lips.
The transmitter capsule has a long life brought about by the

use of new age-stabilized carbon in the capsule. As in the
previous models. the transmitter capsule is non-positional; con­
nection is established through precious metal spring contacts.
Once dropped into place, it is held firmly by the mouthpiece.

The receiver capsule in the 1500 Series is connected by screws
to the spade terminals of two cords running through the handle
of the handset. After connection. the receiver is held rigidly by
the earcap.

TWO-STEP HOOKSWITCH-The two-step hookswitch is also avail­
able in the 1543-W Telephones. Known as the "Farmer's Friend,"
this arrangement allows a subscriber to monitor his own line to
determine if it is busy. without connecting his transmitter to the
line. This has the further advantage in dial systems of permitting
a party line subscriber to determine if the line is free without
mutilating the dial pulses of a call already in progress.

THE CONNECTING BLOCK-The No. 17A connecting block is used
on all but the multi-line telephones. Designations "R." "G." "Y,"
and "B" are clearly marked on the base. Openings are provided
for interconnecting the line and stations, for bringing line cord
and station wires through the cover, and for bringing station
wires through the back of the block. Mounting screws are in­
cluded in the assembly.

NETWORK-In addition to the normal induction coil and capaci­
tors provided in all telephones, the 1543-W network contains

fully automatic equalization elements acting as a progressively
variable volume limiter-balancing the level in accordance with
changes in the loop. Electronic semi-conductors whose resistance
varies in proportion to the direct current voltage received over
different loop resistances make the network self-adjusting. Thus
the 1543-W is truly a full range telephone.

CORDS-Both the handset cord and the line cords on the 1500
Series Telephones have vinyl insulated tinsel conductors en­
cased in a vinyl plastic jacket. The vinyl plastic jacket provides
a better color match and offers less resistance in pulling.
