One glance at the lighted numbers on the busy lamp field tells her that the fashion editor is busy on station 17, but that the
associate editor is free on station 10.

Jan Taylor knows what you will find out: The 10-Button Key Telephone with busy lamp field is the key to success in the really
busy office.
