HEADSET ADAPTER ASSEMBLY

1. GENERAL

1.01 This section provides information on the
JS-0136-1 Headset Adapter Assembly manufactured
by Pacific Plantronics, Inc. The adapter assembly
provides a means for adapting headsets to GTE
Automatic Electric (GTE AE) telephones. The
adapter assembly can be instalted on a standard
telephone at the customer's location without special
tools.

1.02 This section is reissued to add installation
information for the Type 80E telephone set.
Change indicators are wused to identify new
material. Remove the previous issue of this sec-

tion from the binder or microfiche file and replace
it with this issue.

1.03 GTE AE practices are used by GTE employees
for operating and maintaining the equipment GTE
AE manufactures and selfs. These practices may
change or may not be suitable in a specific situ-
ation and so are recommended as suggested guide-
lines only.

2. DESCRIPTION

2.01 The adapter assembly consists of a transfer
key, amplifier, and a jack for connection to a
headset as shown in Figure 1. The adapter as-
sembly also includes socket setscrews, brackets,
and an allen wrench for installation.

2.02 The adapter assembly features a transfer key
for switching from handset to headset operation
and vice versa without breaking the connection.
The transfer key can also be momentarily de-
pressed to break the connection (recall operation).

2.03 The adapter assembly is 5-1/4 inches long, 2
inches wide, and 2 inches deep.

3. INSTALLATION

3.017 The adapter assembly can be used with the
telephones listed in Tables 1 and 2. The type of

Touch Calling Unit (TCU) used with TCU-equipped
telephones can be identified as follows:

(a) The Type 12C Inductor-Capacitor Touch Cali-
ing Unit (LCTCU) has doeskin gray push-
buttons and a doeskin gray subfaceplate.

(b) The Type 12C ICTCU had doeskin gray push-
buttons and a dark gray subfaceplate.

(c) The Type 12D TCU has doeskin gray push-
buttons, a doesking gray subfaceplate, and a
raised dot in the center of the pushbutton.

3.02 The adapter assembily is mounted on the

right-hand side of the telephone baseplate with the
plug jacks located either at the front or at the
rear of the telephone. |If the jacks are to be loca-
ted at the front of the telephone, proceed to para-
graph 3.04

3.03 If the customer prefers having the jacks loca-
ted at the rear of the telephone, move the flat
cable so that it extends from the opposite side of

the adapter assembly. Fasten the bracket that
holds the cable in place to the bottom of the
adapter assembly with two screws. Remove the

screw closest to the cable and loosen the other
screw one full turn. Turn the bracket out of the
way and change the cable's position. Return the
bracket to its original position and replace the
screw that was removed. Align the bottom and
tighten both screws. The adapter assembly may
now be instailed with jacks located at the rear of
the telephone.

3.04 To install the adapter assembly on the tele-
phone (Figure 2) with the plug jacks located either
at the front or at the rear of the telephone, per-
form the following procedure:

Remove the telephone housing from the tele-
phone baseplate.

Select the two brackets that fit the telephone
baseplate and attach them to the baseplate.

NOTE: Four brackets are included in the install-
ation assembly because two kinds of baseplates
will be encountered.

(c) Hold the adapter assembly beside the base-
plate to determine where the brackets should
be located. The front edge of the adapter as-
sembly should be located approximately one-
fourth inch back from the front edge of the
telephone.

Fasten the brackets securely to the baseplate

with the socket setscrews and the allen

wrench that are included with the adapter
assembly.

Make certain that the flat cable comes up be-

tween the side of the adapter assembly and

the baseplate, and adjust the length of the
cable to suit the installation requirements.

Fasten the adapter assembly to the brackets

with the two slotted screws.

If the telephone is equipped with a rotary

dial or a Type 12C LCTCU, make all internal

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wiring connections to the telephone in accor-
dance with Table 1. |If the telephone is
equipped with a Type 12C ICTCU or a Type
12D TCU, make all internal wiring connections
to the telephone in accordance with Table 2.
Where wire-to-wire connections are indicated,
use snap-on insulated splices.

Safe grounding and handling proce-
dures must be adhered to when handling the
ICTCU's. The tone generator is susceptible
to damage by electrostatic discharge and is
subject to voltage overstressing. Power must
not be applied while handling the ICTCU's.
Never touch the frequency spring electrical

connections; they can be
damaged.

If the telephone is equipped with a Type 12C
LCTCU, the adapter assembly must be wired
as shown in Figure 3. |If the telephone is
equipped with a Type 12C ICTCU or a Type
12D TCU, the adapter assembly must be wired
as shown in Figure 4.

When all connections are completed, replace
the telephone housing. Make certain that the
cable is not stretched or damaged by the
housing.

The adapter assembly is ready to be used.
Plug the headset into the jacks and turn the
transfer key to ON.

2. To provide A and A4 to Type 80 (converting it to Type 80E), reverse the black and yellow wires.
3. The right-hand hookswitch contact must be permanently separated so that the front leaf cannot close. The leaf should be pulled toward the front of the telephone until it

catches past the black plastic ridge on the cradle lever underside.
